I am part of a growing number of concerned Australians monitoring the UN climate change negotiations.
I want to see Australia play a strong role in securing a fair and just climate change agreement. An agreement that not only avoids catastrophic climate change, but assists developing countries to adapt to the climate change impacts that already threaten the lives and livelihoods of their citizens.
The Australian Government's emissions reduction targets are far too low.  The latest science indicates that developed countries, including Australia, must adopt emissions reduction targets of at least 40% below 1990 levels by 2020, if the world is to have any hope of avoiding dangerous climate change.  
Historically Australia has released huge amounts of greenhouse gases in to the atmosphere. Today we are still one of the world's largest per capita greenhouse gas polluters.  We have a responsibility to be part of the solution.
I am concerned that there is insufficient pressure being put on the government to raise its emissions reduction targets.  That is the job of the Federal Opposition.  Achieving an effective agreement to tackle climate change is in the best interests of current and future Australians, not to mention the world's poorest and most vulnerable people.  We need the Federal Opposition to demand the government raise its emissions reduction targets in line with what science indicates is needed; at least 40% below 1990 levels by 2020. This is the only way we can hope to avoid catastrophic climate change.
