I am writing to seek your support for urgent and scientifically rigorous global targets to tackle climate change. I am one of a growing number of Tasmanians who now recognise that climate change is real. The accelerated warming trend seen over the past five decades is related to human activity and we must act urgently to reduce our emission of greenhouse gases if we are to avert the worst consequences.
